APPENDIX1: STEP 2 - TELL US OF YOUR BOUNDARIES

Our rohe is located on the east coast of the North Island of New Zealand. Through a
great number of marriages, battles, conquests and alliances, the descendants of
Tamanuhiri secured control over a rohe which is described today as: ‘Mai i Paritd ki
Koputitea' from Paritd (south of Muriwai) to Koputitea (in the north) and confirmed in

the Ngai Tamanuhiri Claims Settlement Act 2012.
